Inset fi ম  ng. The tool works with 1/8-in. and 3/16-in. diameter stainless steel CableRail.
(Note: Not recommended for use on stair applica  ons that have Quick-Connect® Inset fi   ngs paired with Beveled Washers.)

Tensioning Tool Calibra  on
The Tensioning Tool is designed to control the level 
of cable tension.

Use the dial at the base of the handle to set the 
tension indicator to the lowest level, "Start". 
(See Figure 3)

90-Degree Adapter
The 90-degree adapter is an add-on accessory to 
the Tensioning Tool. It is designed to accommodate 
cable tensioning in a restricted space, such as, 
where a terminaঞ ng post is next to a wall, column, 
or other obstrucঞ on.

To replace the standard a� achment with the 
90-degree Adapter pull the a� achment away 
from the tool. You may need to use a fl at head 
screw driver to help pry it out.  The 90-degree 
Adapter will slip into place, replacing the exisঞ ng 
a� achment. Secure the 90-degree Adapter in place 
using the thumb screw. (See Figure 1)
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Changing the Guide Plates
The 90-degree Adapter has interchangeable Guide 
Plates to accomodate diff erent cable diameters.  
The Guide Plate for 1/8" is pre-a� ached.  To 
change the plate for 3/16" diameter cable, remove 
the two screws and switch the Guide Plate and 
secure back in place.

How To Use the Cable Tensioning Tool
The Tensioning Tool with the 90-degree Adapter 
requires a minimum gap of 2-1/2" between the 
Quick-Connect® post and a wall or other fi xed 
surface.

Cables need to protrude a minimum of 10-inches 
out of the Quick-Connect® Inset fi ম  ng in order 
for the tool to properly grip the cable. 

Insert the ঞ p of the Guide Plate into the into the 
Quick-Connect® Inset fi ম  ng.
Spread the handles to open up the gripping jaw.
Pass the cable through the grooved area of the 
tool and into the spring loaded gripping jaw.
(See Figure 4)

With the cable in the gripping jaw, close the 
handles smoothly to tension the cable. An audible 
"click" and a slight kickback at the handles indi-
cates that the selected tension has been acheived. 
(See Figures 5 and 6)

If you have extra cable slack you may need to 
repeat the process a second ঞ me.
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
